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Noted Sculptor David Hayes Exhibits at 

White Plains Library in First-ever 
Multi-generational Show with his Family

April 7, 2009, White Plains, NY – The artist David Hayes will show recent small sculptures and works on paper at the White Plains Public Library. He will be joined by immediate members of his family, who will show their creative output alongside his world-renowned sculptures.

The exhibit opens April 22, 2009 and runs through July 8. An opening reception at 6 pm on April 22 is free and open to the public.

David Hayes is widely regarded as one of America’s great living contemporary sculptors and this is an unusual opportunity to see his smaller works, some of which have been specifically created for this exhibition. Along with the sculpture will be works on paper: color studies the artist uses when creating the work that show the deliberate process behind making sculpture.

The exhibition parallels a concurrent display of the artist’s sculpture now up in and around the city of White Plains, where sixty two of his large sculptures have been placed in public parks, corporate plazas, schools, places of worship, City Hall and the Library grounds for one year.

Showing with David Hayes are the immediate members of his family. Tracing the creative influence across three generations, paintings, photographs, writing and design will hang on the library’s gallery walls alongside Hayes’ work.

Family members include his daughter, Mary J. Hayes, who will show her nature photography, much of it shot in the mountains and bush country of Alaska. Also on view are the paintings of Brian and Aveline Hayes, who work and paint in Atlanta, Georgia. David Hayes’s wife of 51 years will display her published book of French Cooking, French Cooking for People Who Can’t, inspired by her 7-year stay in France. His son David M. Hayes will display book designs that he created for regional art museums. Julie Suarez Hayes will have two books of poetry on view titled It Does Not and The Lesser Light. The artist’s granddaughter, Alexandra Hayes, will show ink on rice-paper paintings that she created in China alongside photographs she took of David Hayes in his studio making sculpture. 

The White Plains Public Library Museum Gallery exhibit represents an uncommon look at how creativity is expressed across family members and generations. While his sons, daughter and granddaughter can point to the influence David Hayes has had on their work, the divergence and diversity of paintings, photographs and creative output is remarkable.

White Plains resident Kathy Masterson curated this exhibition. Masterson was also instrumental in inviting David Hayes to exhibit citywide in White Plains last year. She first connected with him five years ago at the International Sculpture Center in Hamilton, NJ.

David Hayes has been exhibiting for half a century and has had over 300 exhibitions here and abroad. His work is collected by museums nationwide including New York’s Museum of Modern Art. 

White Plains Public Library is located at 100 Martine Avenue in White Plains. Museum Gallery hours are 10 AM - 9 PM, Monday through Wednesday; 10 AM - 6 PM, Thursday and Friday; 10 AM – 5 PM, Saturday; and 1 PM – 5 PM, Sunday.
